3. Image size (2-D) not to exceed 35 sq. ins. ( example: 5”x7*,5x5 4x6, etc.), not to exceed 80 square
in.framed. 3-D art not to exceed 64 cubic inches. (4"x4"x4” or 4x4x2, etc)
5. Mats, frames and mountings will be clean, professional looking , gallery wrap is acceptable if
finished neatly.
6. All entries will hang for the length of the show unless sold.
7. Limit -2 entries
8. Liability: All entries will be handled with care. However, the
Gallery will not be responsible for loss or damage, Insurance is
the responsibility of the artist.
